What is AGARICUS? 
Agaricus blazei Murill is one of the most 
powerful mushrooms known to enhance 
immunity.  It is known in Brazil as “God’s 
Mushroom” because of its near miraculous 
benefits for a wide range of disorders.  
Primary compounds are polysaccharides, 
glycoproteins, ergosterols, triterpenes and 
antibiotics.  Of all medicinal mushrooms 
tested, Agaricus has the highest concentration 
of polysaccharides, primarily beta glucan that 
works as an immune-booster and anti-tumor 
agent.  Beta glucan activates the macrophage 
cells that identify and destroy abnormal cells 
by producing cytokines such as NK (Natural 
Killer) cells.  Macrophages play a key role in 
recognizing organisms, cells and substances 
that don’t belong in the body and stimulate 
the immune system to respond.  Agaricus has 
also been shown to inhibit the enzyme 
aromatase, associated with tumor growth. * 
 

What are the benefits? 
Agaricus has been used to overcome 
numerous disorders related to the immune 
system, cardiovascular system, digestion, 
diabetes, chronic and acute allergies, chronic 
fatigue and disorders of the liver.  The 
Japanese Cancer Association and the Japanese 
Pharmacological Society have published 
research results showing Agaricus to contain 
anti-cancerous properties and potent 
chemopreventive activity.  Numerous studies 
report the physiological and pharmacological 
function of Agaricus to help regulate 
biorhythms, stimulate immune cell production 
and aid in the protection against viruses, 
bacteria, yeast, heavy metals, pollutants, bits 
of dead tissue, mutated cells and tumor cells.  
Japanese scientists discovered that Agaricus 
not only inhibits tumor growth, but it also 
stimulates the migration of the white blood 
cells that scavenge and kill malignant cells. *
